Farming & the American Dream (2000) to guide your Fall Check-Up:

1. In what fields have I sown this year? Was it actual
farm fields or rosebeds or vegetable garden?
The field of imagination? Fields of relationships,
studies, work, creative endeavors?

2. For the planting: Where did the seeds come from?
How did I prepare the soil? What was the work
of actual planting?

3. For the growing season: What did I do to nudge the
growth along? Was it irrigation or hand-watering?
pruning? fertilizing? Was it a difficult but
necessary conversation, research, prayer?

4. What is ready now for the harvest? What will my
act of  harvesting look like? What will I leave
for the gleaning? And what shall I gather into
my spiritual harvest?
